
Remote Learning
Information for Parents



What should my child expect from immediate 
remote education in the first day or two of pupils 
being at home?

• Material on Google Classroom 

• First couple of days will be more directed activities and 
teaching inputs will follow

What we need from you at this stage:
• Please tell us if you think your child will have problems accessing google classroom
• If the whole school is closed and you are a key worker we will ask you if you will want a place for your child.



Following the first few days of remote education, 
will my child be taught broadly the same 
curriculum as they would if they were in school?

• Yes, via Google Classroom

• There will be some adaptations, e.g. PE will be different 
and science investigations will be demonstrated rather 
than carried out by the children.

• If you are accessing paper based material we cannot 
guarantee that the provision will be the same but will 
continue to support you to access Google Classroom.



How long can I expect work set by the school to 
take my child each day?

• Formal set lessons will amount to a minimum of four 
hours a day for all children from Y1-Y6, broken down into 
remote teaching and independent work.  

• Y5 & Y6 will likely have more directed work up to a 
maximum of 4.5 hours.

• This is not continuous and does not include breaks.

• We will also seek to provide optional activities to support 
the children in being occupied whilst at home.



How will my child access any online remote 
education you are providing?

• We are using Google Suite for Education and will  
encourage and support you to access this.

• We have a number of existing apps and online resources 
that we will continue to ask children to use via Google 
Classroom, e.g. TT Rock stars



If my child does not have digital or online access at 
home, how will you support them to access 
remote education?

• We have chosen Google Classroom as it is easily accessed 
from a range of devices.

• In the first instance we will support you to access Google 
Classroom on the devices you have access to.

• Following that we will discuss with you whether it is 
better to provide paper based work or support you with 
the loan of a device from school.



The loan of lap tops or other devices?

• We do not have sufficient devices for all children to be loaned 
a lap top.

• We will discuss whether it is appropriate to loan you a device 
on a 1:1 basis –we have a number of factors to consider in 
trying to make this fair but also best meet the needs of all 
children, e.g. Y6 children and vulnerable children will likely 
take priority.

•If you need printed material your child’s class teacher will 
discuss how we get this to you.



How will my child be taught remotely?

• We have created a document that describes the range of 
methods will use for remote teaching.  This is on our 
website.



What are your expectations for my child’s 
engagement and the support that we as parents 
and carers should provide at home?

• We expect (barring technology issues) that your child will 
regard the time that they would have been in school as 
learning time.

• We understand that remote learning requires some 
flexibility but that between the hours of 10 and 2pm we 
can expect your child to be available for any ‘live’ 
provision.

• We know that children thrive on routine and therefore 
will produce material that supports you to create a 
routine at home.



How will you check whether my child is engaging 
with their work and how will I be informed if there 
are concerns?

• Your child’s teacher will create at least one Google Meet every day to check 
your child is engaging.  We can generate a report to see who has accessed 
the meet.

• We will telephone and check on any children who have not accessed the meet 
–we understand there might be other issues that prevent them from joining 
–it is not necessarily that they are not engaged.

• If a child is not engaging in work we will telephone and discuss this or 
arrange a 1:1 google meet.

• If your child is not able to access Google classrooms at all the teacher will 
ring daily to see how they are getting on with their learning.

• If your child’s class teacher can’t contact you then a member of the 
leadership team will contact you to check everything is ok.



How will you assess my child’s work and progress?

• We will use a range of methods to assess the children’s work –
please see the document on our methods for remote learning.

• We will aim to broadly replicate our feedback and marking policy for 
remote learning.

• If your child is not accessing google classrooms at all and is 
completing paper work, this will be collected each week for teachers 
to feedback on; during the week photos of work can be emailed in to 
the teacher for more immediate feedback along with daily phone 
calls.



How will you work with me to help my child who 
needs additional support from adults at home to 
access remote education?

• We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special 
educational needs and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access 
remote education without support from adults at home. We 
acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work 
with parents and carers to support those pupils.

• Learning will be adapted so that your child can access learning and this 
will be followed up with 1:1 phone calls or Google sessions if your child 
normally accesses an intervention in school.

• If your child receives pastoral support they will have a weekly phone call 
from the adult they normally meet.

• We also recognise that younger pupils will find remote learning harder 
and are constantly looking for best practice in delivering remote 
materials.



If my child is not in school because they are self-
isolating, how will their remote education differ 
from the approaches described above? 

• The class teacher will be teaching the rest of the class and 
so there will be few ‘live’ sessions.

• We may rely more heavily on pre-prepared lessons from 
external sources such as Oak National Academy as the 
teacher will have less time to prepare additional online 
material.

• Telephone calls may be out of  the normal school day hours 
or from an adult who is not the class teacher –as the class 
teacher will be in class teaching the rest of the children; we 
will try to release the class teacher as much as possible .



Who do I contact at school about remote learning?

• As always, when emailing, first email the class teacher and 
if they cannot help they will pass your message to someone 
who can.

• If telephoning, try and explain your query to the office and 
they will find someone who can help if they are not able to 
(or ask someone to call you back).
